Reviewer’s comment The authors present an useful updated and integrative review of the role of risk factors, mechanism and prognosis of 

hemorrhagic transformation (HT) after acute ischemic stroke.  They analyzed eight original studies written in English 
within the past 10 years and highlighted that hemorrhagic transformation increases the morbidity and the mortality of 
patients who have an ischemic stroke. The study is potentially  interesting, but can be improved if the following 
considerations are addressed

Compulsory REVISION comments 
 

 
1. Acute cerebral infarction may also be the presenting manifestation of hematologic diseases. This is 

another clinical scenario with a high risk of hemorrhagic transformation. This is a noteworthy clinical 
aspect that should also be emphasized in the Introduction (see and add this reference: Expert Rev 
Hematol 2016; 9: 891-901). 

 
2. It would be interesting to add in the Discussion that the HT is excepcionally rare in acute lacunar 

ischemic strokes because the pathophysiology, prognosis and clinical features of acute small vessel 
ischemic strokes are different from other types of cerebral infarcts (see and add this recent reference: 
Int J Mol Sci 2022; 23, 1497).
