Compulsory REVISION comments 
 

1. The English need improvement since there are some grammatical and syntax errors in the manuscript. For 
example, the words “, drug poisoning” may be as “, and drug poisoning”; “paid in” as “paid to”; “in dosage” as 
“dosage”; “byof” as “of”; “pediatrics only” as “pediatrics are only”; “drugs in the” as “drugs for the”; “which the” as “that 
the”; “of which” as “which”; “alone, patients” as “alone, and patients”. The grammar mistakes which are not mentioned 
here are also to be checked and corrected properly. 
2. There are some typing mistakes as well, and authors are advised to carefully proof-read the text. For example, the 
words “article we” may be as “article, we”; “methods:” as “methods:”; “on FAR” as “FAR”; “especially” as “, especially”; 
“key words” as “keywords”; “keywords:” as “Keywords:”; “misuse / diversion” as “misuse/diversion”; “cups/droppers / 
bottles” as “cups/droppers /bottles”; “.manipulation” as “. Manipulation”; “mg / kg” as “mg/kg”;  “pro / dose and pro / 
day” as “pro/dose and pro/day”; “Also” as “Also,”. The typos not mentioned here are also to be checked and corrected 
properly. 
3. In conclusion, the authors should remove the reference cited, the same may be given any other parts of the 
manuscript. Since it should be over all view of the present review and final interpretation only.  

 

Minor REVISION comments 
 

1. Check the abbreviations throughout the manuscript and introduce the abbreviation when the full word appears the 
first time in the text and then use only the abbreviation (For example, adverse drug reactions (ADRs), medication 
errors (ME), etc.,). And it should be in both abstract as well as in the remaining part of the manuscript. Make a word 
abbreviated in the article that is repeated at least three times in the text, not all words need to be abbreviated. 
2. The authors highlight the limitation of the present review and future direction for a better understanding of the 
manuscript in the conclusion section. 
3. The author should change the word “BIBLIOGRAPHY” as “REFERENCES” since the word bibliography has been 
used for text book citations.
