This is a case of cancer cervical esophagus. The 1st biopsy was negative and 2nd 
biopsy was positive for sq ca. Endo-biopsies are quite often -ve in spite of ca. In this 
case there is nothing to suggest that there was pappilomatosis earlier except a -ve 
biopsy.  
Please mention :- 1.  Distance from incisor at time of 1st endoscopy.  2.  What was 
the diameter of the endoscope used, generally it is 10mm or 6mm.  3.  Could the 
scope be passed beyond the lesion in 1st and 2nd endoscopies.  4.  What was the 
distal mucosa like? Were there pappillomas in the distal esophagus? 
Tobacco is an important causative agent in ca esophagus and oral ca.  Was there 
history of smoking, reverse smiking or consuming smokeless tobacco. 
HPV has been adequately described. 
Discussion:-  7th para 'In 200 Reynoso described', needs correction.
