Optional/General comments The summary of the results is more similar to a news report and lacks the necessary frameworks for analysing the results and
possible findings, and at the same time, no comparison has been made between the results of this research with other similar
researches, and the degree of alignment or non-alignment of the results is not known.
The article has no policy recommendations. And its practical suggestions are based on the scientific and practical findings of
unwritten research.
