Editor’'s Comment:

This study addresses the impact of the home environment on the spiritual intelligence (SQ) of primary
school students in Bhutan. The study followed to steps of good scientific research.

Results show no significant difference between boys and girls in terms of Spiritual Intelligence. Both
genders exhibit similar levels of spiritual intelligence. The implications of the study were discussed
and suggestions for future research were presented.

The reviewers were generally very positive and expressed some very minor concerns. The author
has revised the manuscript accordingly. | therefore support publication in the Asian Journal of
Education and Social Studies.
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
