No. Though the abstract succinctly summarizes the stud, key findings, and implications, providing a 
clear overview for readers, the objectives and methods are missing. 
 
 
Yes. The subsections and overall structure are well-organized, facilitating easy navigation and 
understanding of the study. 
 
 
Yes. The manuscript appears scientifically sound, however, it needs to be supported by detailed 
methodology and appropriate analysis and interpretations of the results. 
 
 
Yes. The references provided are relevant and support the study findings. However, consider 
adding recent literature on nitrogen management and coated urea technologies to enhance the 
breadth of the literature review especially when you are expand your discussions and in detailing 
the methodology.

General comments/ suggestions 
 

1. The language and English quality meet the standards for scholarly communication. 
However, minor grammatical or typographical errors may need correction. 

2. Consider making the title more concise or clearer if possible. 
3. ‘The importance of understanding the consequences of climate change on tropical 
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rainforests has garnered increasing attention in recent years" in the introduction can be 
structured as "There is growing awareness of the significance of comprehending the 
ramifications of climate change on tropical rainforests in recent years." 

4. Authors should improve the language and English quality of the manuscript to suit scholarly 
communication. This may involve correcting any grammatical or typographical errors in the 
manuscript. 

5. The problem statement and objective are not well stated; therefore, authors should clearly 
state the problem statement and objectives. 

6. Methodology: the methodology should be detailed to enhance reproducibility of the 
experiment by an independent or other researchers. 

7. For example, details of how soil cores were collected, and prepared for laboratory analysis 
should be explicit. How these soil properties were determined using standard procedures 
should be included. 

8. If the focus of the paper is coated and uncoated, we expect the various ureas to be 
subjected to same treatments eg urea coated should be compared with urea uncoated, prill 
urea coated should be compared with uncoated prill urea, etc. This will allow farmers to 
make an informed choices based on the behaviours of the urea fertilizers applied in the 
soil. So, therefore suggest, author to look at that seriously. 

9. Authors should also let readers know whether there is a significant difference in the 
observed differences within treatment. That is whether the observed difference for 
leachates for Day 0, 5, 10, 15 etc are significantly different or not. His is also very important 
as it will let farmer know the implications of this. 

10. Conclusions: 
11. Authors: Uncoated urea fertilizers exhibited higher initial leachate nitrogen content 

compared to coated urea formulations, indicating a faster release of nitrogen from uncoated 
urea.  

12. This conclusion will only be valid if author(s) conduct within treatment test to ascertain 
whether the differences in losses or emissions are different among 5th, 10th, 15th etc days. 
This aspect of the analyses is lacking.
