In the last sentence in your 
Methodology and others. … “The final step is to ready related” … No. wrong. The 
final step was to read related …. Adopt the use of past tense because the paper was 
already ready for publication.  
 

  Empirical works will help you also to align works in your finding with their positive or 
negative response. (i.e, the result found in your study is inconsonant with AAA et al., 
2021) who found SSTs has so so so and so response.

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 All Incitation should including works cite inside works be Cited in your references . 
 

 Look into punctuations such as coma, full stop, etc. you said …development, 
implementation, and management of SST. One would expect you to use and without 
coma again.  See paragraph 4 and others. 
 

 When you are inter jointing words -- You do not use coma immediately before and. 
In combination of three words, use of coma after the first and second words, and use 
of and without coma.  
 

 The only ground you have to use coma before and when you are trying to conjunct 
another statements. You can use coma remove first statement and add “and” to 
include another statement (note different line of statement but referring to same 
talking).
