consistently cite sources of information. For example {Population growth is an increase in
the number of people that reside in a country, state, county, or city. On the aggregate it is
usually reffered to the increase that occurs in the population of a particular country at a
given time usually one year. population growth is the increase in the number of individuals
in a population. [The population growth rate is captured by factors such as birth rate, death
rate and net migration. The following terms are further conceptualized below; Birth rate: It is
the number of individuals born into a population in a given time period usually one year.
