The article is well written. The discussion is in tandem with the objective of the study. This is commendable! 

However, the statements “Those widowed took advantage of their predicament and became promiscuous and 
vulnerable in quest for financial support, self-security, happiness etc. and this is common on those widowed 
that are sexually active. Some married women claimed that their spouse’s sexual performance is very poor 
and they resort to promiscuity in researching for who will satisfy their sexual urge. Some women are money-
grubber, and this is common among ladies. These attitudes made them more vulnerable to HIV infections 
when compared with men” as written under discussion should be properly cited if there was research conducted to 

ascertain the claim of this statement. If otherwise, the statement should be written as an ‘anecdotal’ and not 

emphatically so that readers do not see the writer as having a gender bias towards women as it may suggest.
